World Day for Consecrated Life 
 

In 1997, Pope Saint John Paul II instituted a 
day of prayer to celebrate women and men in                            
consecrated life. Since then, the universal Church                  
celebrates World Day for Consecrated Life on February 
2

nd
. This celebration is joined to the Feast of the 

Presentation of the Lord. This Feast is also known as 
Candlemas Day, the day on which candles are blessed 
symbolizing Christ, who is the light of the world. So too, 
those in consecrated life are called to reflect the light of 
Jesus Christ to all peoples. 

The consecrated life is one way that men and 
women live out their baptismal commitment as followers 
of Jesus. Religious sisters, nuns, brothers, religious 
priests, and monks consecrate their lives through their 
profession of the evangelical vows and live as part of a 
community. Single lay people may choose to be                            
consecrated virgins and make consecration to the local 
bishop. Diocesan hermits make vows to live an eremitic 
life. Secular institutes are another form of living the                 
consecrated life. We thank God for their saying “yes” to 
their vocation. 

Please join Cardinal Joseph W. Tobin, C.Ss.R, 
Archbishop of Newark, and the Church of Newark at an 
11:00 AM Mass in the Cathedral Basilica of the Sacred 
Heart on Saturday, February 1, 2025, to celebrate those 
in consecrated life and in particular those sisters,                  
brothers and priests who are celebrating their                                  
anniversaries this year.

2º Domingo do Tempo Comum 

A Palavra de Deus que a liturgia nos propõe neste                                
segundo domingo comum utiliza a metáfora do 
“casamento” para descrever a relação de amor e de                              
comunhão entre Deus e o seu Povo. Inclui um veemente 
convite a entrarmos nessa história de amor que Deus se 
dispõe a construir connosco. 

Na primeira leitura um profeta anónimo fala a Jerusalém – 
a cidade triste e em ruínas que as tropas babilónicas 
destruíram e queimaram – e garante-lhe que Deus a ama 
com um amor sem fim. O amor de Deus irá regenerar                           
Jerusalém, recriando-a e transformando-a numa “noiva” 
encantadora e resplandecente. Iluminada pelo amor, a 
cidade-esposa de Deus encherá de orgulho e de alegria o 
coração do seu marido. 

No Evangelho Jesus, no cenário da festa de casamento de 
um jovem casal de Caná da Galileia, apresenta o                                   
programa que se propõe concretizar: trazer o “vinho bom”, 
o “vinho” da alegria e do amor, à relação entre Deus e os 
homens. Da ação de Jesus – das suas palavras, dos seus 
gestos, do seu amor até ao extremo – nascerá a                                 
comunidade da nova “aliança”, a comunidade que vive no 
amor a Deus e que se dispõe a dar testemunho desse 
amor no mundo. 

Na segunda leitura, Paulo lembra aos cristãos de Corinto 
que os “carismas”, enquanto sinais do amor de Deus, se 
destinam ao bem de todos. Não podem servir para uso 
exclusivo de alguns, nem podem ser fator de divisão e de 
tensão comunitária. Na partilha comunitária dos dons de 
Deus manifesta-se o amor que une o Pai, o Filho e o
