Dear Parishioners of St. Cecilia: On many occasions in the  

parish office, we receive requests from some of our       

parishioners asking us for a letter that states that they are a 

parishioners of St. Cecilia Church. These requests include 

being asked to be a godparent for a baby’s baptism; a 

sponsor for confirmation; a statement to file your taxes 

stating the annual contribution, and at times, proof of     

residency in the country, and needing to process           

documents for Immigration. We are willing to grant these 

requests; however, it is difficult for us to prove you are a 

parishioner unless you are registered with the parish. For 

this reason, we are asking that you register as a parishioner 

if you are not already registered. Registration cards  are 

available in the parish office. The cards can be dropped in 

the collection baskets or at the  parish office.

15º DOMINGO DO TEMPO COMUM 

A liturgia do 15º Domingo do Tempo Comum convida-nos 
a tomar consciência da importância da Palavra de Deus e 
da centralidade que ela deve assumir na vida dos crentes. 
A primeira leitura garante-nos que a Palavra de Deus é 
verdadeiramente fecunda e criadora de vida. Ela dá-nos 
esperança, indica-nos os caminhos que devemos percorrer 
e dá-nos o ânimo para intervirmos no mundo. É sempre 
eficaz e produz sempre efeito, embora não actue sempre de 
acordo com os nossos interesses e critérios. O Evangelho 
propõe-nos, em primeiro lugar, uma reflexão sobre a for-
ma como acolhemos a Palavra e exorta-nos a ser uma "boa 
terra", disponível para escutar as propostas de Jesus, para 
as acolher e para deixar que elas dêem abundantes frutos 
na nossa vida de cada dia. Garante-nos também que o 
"Reino" proposto por Jesus será uma realidade imparável, 
onde se manifestará em todo o seu esplendor e              
fecundidade a vida de Deus. A segunda leitura apresenta 
uma temática (a solidariedade entre o homem e o resto da 
criação) que, à primeira vista, não está relacionada com o 
tema deste domingo - a Palavra de Deus. Podemos, no  
entanto, dizer que a Palavra de Deus é que fornece os 
critérios para que o homem possa viver "segundo o         
Espírito" e para que ele possa construir o "novo céu e a 
nova terra" com que sonhamos.
