2024 LENTEN REGULATIONS

1) The days of both Fast and Abstinence during Lent are Ash
Wednesday and Good Friday. If possible, the fast on Good
Friday is continued until the Easter Vigil (on Holy Saturday night)
as the “paschal fast” to honor the suffering and death of the Lord
Jesus, and to prepare ourselves to share more fully and to
celebrate more readily His Resurrection. The other Fridays of
Lent are days of Abstinence.

*On a day of Fast, only one (1) full meal is permitted, and two (2)
smaller meals, which, if added together, would not exceed
the main meal in quantity. Those between the ages of 18
and 59 are obliged to fast. *On a day of Abstinence, no meat
may be eaten. Those who have reached the age of 14 are
obliged by the law of abstinence.

2) The obligation to observe the laws of Fast and
Abstinence “substantially”, or as a whole, is a serious
obligation.

3) The Fridays of the year, outside of Lent, are designated as
days of penance, but each individual may substitute for the
traditional abstinence from meat some other practice of
voluntary self-denial as penance.

4) The time for fulfilling the Paschal Precept (Easter Duty*)

extends from the First Sunday of Lent, February 18, 2024 to the
Solemnity of the Most Holy Trinity, May 26, 2024. **Canon
920, §1. All the faithful, after they have been initiated into

the Most Holy Eucharist, are bound by the obligation of receiving
Communion at least once a year.

A liturgia do 4.° Domingo da
Quaresma coloca-nos diante do
projeto salvador de Deus para o
mundo e para os homens: é uma

f iniciativa de Deus que, independen-
\

temente dos nossos méritos, nos

oferece a Vida eterna. Cada um de
4 nds tem de decidir como acolhe

essa oferta e que resposta lhe da. A
nossa resposta deve ser levada na alegria, marca
essencial do Evangelho e deste Domingo da Quaresma,
chamado o “Domingo da Alegria”.

A primeira leitura avisa que, quando o homem prescinde
de Deus e escolhe caminhos de egoismo e de
autossuficiéncia, esta a construir um futuro de dor e de
morte. Mas garante, por outro lado, que Deus nunca
desiste dos seus filhos: Ele da-lhes sempre a
possibilidade de reconstruir a vida, de comegar de novo.

A segunda leitura diz-nos que, apesar da nossa condigéo
de fragilidade e de pecado, Deus nos ofereceu, em
Cristo, a Vida e a salvagdo. Nao o fez em resultado dos
nossos merecimentos; foi uma oferta totalmente gratuita,
que resulta do amor que nos tem.

No Evangelho, Jodo apresenta, em palavras do préprio
Jesus, o projeto de salvagdo de Deus: por puro amor,
Deus enviou ao nosso encontro o seu Filho Unigénito,
que veio oferecer-nos a salvagao. Quem “acreditar” em
Jesus e aprender com Ele a ligho do amor até ao
extremo, nascera para uma Vida nova, para a Vida plena
e definitiva.
